We have provisionally booked a2 place for a student attendance on Course Cl7 at ocur
training school during the periocd 2-6 October, 1972, and we ars now waiting for
your advice regarding the students' name, in order that the necessary administraztive
action may be put in train, -

Planning. Dornoch Air Strip.
Fire Fighting Equipment,

As mentioned during the course of my telephone conversation with you
yesterday, I am concerned at the proposal by Board of Trade staff that the
fire fighting equipment required as a standard condition of licensing for
Dornoch Air Strip be altered. My understanding of the regulations was,
and still is, that a suitable four wheel drive vehicle and a specific
standard of fire fighting equipment be provided. To this end I have
purchased equipment in accordance with the regulations laid down by the
Board of Trade. Their proposal to use the four wheel drive vehicle
purchased as an ambulance and to alter the fire trailer will lead to
additional and, in my opinion, unnecessary expense. The fact that the
towing vehicle purchased for the Air Strip is an ambulance is purely
fortuitous. The vehicle supplied, an Austin K94WD ambulance was bought
simply because it was almost exactly 50% of the cost of a suitable land-rover
and because it was in very good condition.

As you are aware there are other facilities required at Dormoch Air
Strip which, although not entirely necessary for licensing purposes, are,
nevertheless, basic requirements for the operation of the Air Strip; I refer
to the provision of a building to house the fire fighting tender and trailer
and telephone, and the provision of a metalled road to the runway area. We
have, as you know, a very restricted budget of capital expenditure available
and every attempt has been made to economige in the purchaseof the fire
fighting equipment. That these economies have been necessary is demonstrated
by the additional and unforeseen costs in preparing the Air Strip surface
itself, I must, therefore, advise that no additional expenditure be incurred
in the preparation of fire fighting equipment beyond that which is strictly
necessary for licensing purposes. While the suggestions from the Board of
Trade may well be desirable they are not a sine qua non requirement and I
would suggest that they be treated as such until the necessary finance for
the other essential facets of the Dormoch Air Strip is found.

Note of Meeting held in Town
Clerk's Office,Dornoch, on Lth
August,1972, at 11,30 a.m,

The Provost explained that he had requested the Convener to
hold this Meeting in order to discuss certain matters which had
arisen as a result of the Civil Aviation Authority's inspection
of Dornoch Airfield in connection with licensing purposes. The
Provost explained that the Authority had pointed out that an
Arbulance would require to be provided at the Airfield in
addition to a vehicle for use in connection with fire-fighting
and that it would not be acceptable for one vehicle to be used
for both purposes. It had also been pointed out that a building
would be required to house the fireffighting equipment and ambulance
and also t.he‘ Airfield telephone and that the Authority had recomended
that covered accommodailion for waiting passengers should also be
provided.

The Provost explained that the Town Council Tractor could be
adapted for use with the fire-fighting equipment and that the
Authority would accept this. He reminded the meeting that if
the existing ambulance was to be used as such it would require
to be licensed and a Driver would likewise require to be trained
and licensed. The Provost further explained that the Town
Council had sent & man for training in connection with Airfield
duties but that he had not proved satisfactory and that accordingly
the Town Council were in course of obtaining an employee for whom

+hev would arrancre the necessarvy trainine.



fter discussion, the meeling agreed as follows:-

Building to house phone, fire-{ighting equipment

and passenger receliption:-

That a suitable building of satisfactory design and
appearance be obtained by the County Council to be
located on tle north side of the Airfield for use to
lwouse the phone and eguipment and vehicles and also
for use as passenger reception and that the County
Planning Officer arrange fto obtain costs for such

a building and proceed with the erection thereof as
soon as possible although the meeting appreciated

that to acquire and erect such a building would

lead to a likely overspending on the Budget provision
for the Airfield of £500 approximately. The County
rlanning Officer explained that he could obtain a
Nissen type of building for erection at an estimated
total cost of £1,050 but the meeting agreed that

such a building would not be acceptable and that a
building of a better standard and appearance was
required even although the total cost might be somewhat
in excess of £1,050. The meeting agreed that the
County Planning Officer should make enguiries of a firm
in Forres who could provide the necessary type of
building and that he could also extend his enquiries

to other firms. providing such building but with a view
to ensuring that the building was erected with the least
possible delay.

Anmbulance

In respect that the Civil Aviation Authority require an
ambulance vehicle to be standing by at all times when

the Airfield is sk used, it was agreed that the present
ambulance be retained for use as a tractor in connection
with the fire-fighting equipment and that a suitable
second-hand ambulance vehicle be purchased as soon as
possible for use as an actual ambulance. The County
Planning Officer was instructed to inquire of bodies

such as the Greater London Authority or the St. Andreus
Arbulance Association to see if they have any surplus
ambulances for sale or if such source could not provide
the necessary vehicle that a suitable ambulance be
purchased at the next W.D. Wottingham Sale. The meeting
further agreed that the ambulance would be provided by the
County Council and that, if necessary, an item relative
thereto could be inserted in the County Council Budget
for 1973/7L, the likely cost thereof being £300. The
meeting noted a statement of the County Planning Officer
that the Civil Aviation Authority would accept the present
arrangements at the Airfield as a temporary measure until
a proper ambulance was provided. The meeting further
agreed that, in these circumstances, there would be no
need to adapt the Town Council Tractor for use in
connection with fire~fighting.



(3) Telephone
The meeting agreed that, until such time as a
suitable building had been erected at the Airfield,
the telephone shortly to be installed there be
placed in a box on top of a pole in a suitable
location in the area where the building is to be
erected and that this telephone be transferred to
the building whenever the latter is available.
The meeting agreed that the Town Council would
arrange for this temporary telephone provision.

The meeting noted that the lHighlands and Islands Development
Board had already informed the Town and County Councils that their
contribution to the cost of provision of the Airfield would be
limited to one-third of the cost originally intimated to them and
that they would not give any contribution in excess thereof.

The meeting nevetheless agreed that, once the total additional costs
were known, an approach be made to the Highlands and Islands Development
Board with the request that the Board consider making a contribution
to the additional costs in respect that these additional rcois have
been incurred az a matter of necessity and in sccordance with the
requirements ¢f the Civil Aviation Authority.

In respect that the County Couneil would not meet again until
25th September, 1972, the Convener authorised the action to be taken

by the County Council to be put in hand immediately and that these

instructions cowld be homologated at the next available meeting.

Following investigations into a recent incident we have been advised that
the Signals described in Rules LO-U43 of the Rules of the Air and Air
Traffic Control Regulations 1974 might have no meaning if their
dimensions differed from those described in the Rules.

Any departure from the correct dimensions could therefore have serious

implications for aerodrome licensees. On the next licensing inspection
of your aerodrome the Signals dfsplayed will be checked to cnsure that

thelr dimensions are correct within the ten percent tolerance permitted
by the Rules.
